TARDIES

time. Because tardiness results in
a loss of instructional time for the
student and interrupts the instruc-
tion of the entire class, we have
been forced to set conse-
quences. Please help us by mak-
ing sure your child arrives on
time. Students are considered
tardy if they are not in class

when the bell rings at 7:50 a.m. A
doctor’s note will be required for
tardies to be counted excused.

Consequences:

A new school year doesn't have to bring &
rise in family stress.
